If  you open your Bible to Exodus 12, 
you’ll find the instructions God gave 
the Israelites for a quick meal the 
night before they left Egypt.  This
meal, now celebrated as Passover, 
commemorates God’s saving power, leading the people to
freedom and a new national identity in the Promised Land.

Passover is an 8-day festival, and the meal - called the
Seder - is traditionally shared on the first one or two days.
Over time, it has drawn from many cultural traditions.

St. John the Baptist will explore the Seder on Sunday,
March 29, 2025, at 5:30 pm, with a potluck meal as part
of  the celebration.  Seats are limited to 60, and kids and
families are especially welcome.
